The Alice Paul Equal Rights Amendment shall stand first and foremost above all other items of public policy until Equal Rights have been guaranteed in both the California and United States Constitutions.

CFBPW promotes workplace equality through support of pay equity, advancement opportunities and elimination of all forms of discrimination including sexual harassment and “glass ceilings.”
CFBPW promotes greater focus on women’s health care including support for reproductive freedom of choice, access to family planning, protection for all health care needs affecting women and ensuring funding for research.
CFBPW supports full access to affordable, quality dependent care and housing.

CFBPW supports the elimination of all violence perpetrated against women and supports the protection of victims’ rights.

· Full State funding of the California Commission on the Status of Women and Girls;
